Championship, Ladies and Gentlemen.
The winners can play against other club champions in Bowls Northamptonshire’s County Champion of Champions competition if they wish to enter the following season.

Handicap, Ladies and Gentlemen.
The Competition Secretary sets the Handicap according to the ability of each bowler. Less experienced bowlers will be given a plus score, more experienced bowlers a minus score. For example, a player given a handicap of minus 4 will have to get 25 shots to win, meanwhile a player given a plus score starts the game with this score on the card.

Two Wood, Ladies and Gentlemen. 
It is not necessary to play all the ends once the player ahead cannot be beaten.

Pairs, Ladies and Gentlemen.
Enter as a single player the club will draw the pairs trying to balance skips with leads.

Kath Knight Trophy.
Regardless of which bowler has the jack for the first set, the opposition has it to start the next set. If the game goes to the final set, then toss for the jack. Preliminary round: best of 3 sets. Semi-final and Final: best of 5 sets. 

Triples, Gentlemen only.
